SHAH ALAM — The underwear worn
byKimGlolothmJong—nam,whowas
allemdtohavediedduetoVXpoisoning,
was soiled with faeces, the High Court was
told yesterday.

Kuala Lumpur Hospital medical forensic
consultant Dr Nurliza Abdullah, 52, who
conducted a post-mortem on Jong-nam's
body, said the large amount of faeces found
on the underwear of the estranged brother
ofNo:ﬂlKowanleaderKimJong*unwasa
sign of poisoning.

She said the poisoning signs indicated
ﬂmkwasdnetothevxmrveagent.

Dr Nurliza was testifying as the 19th
witness in the trial.

Questioned by deputy public prosecutor
Wan Shaharuddin Wan Ladin_during the
examination-in-chief, Dr Nurliza said there
was 2lso a contraction of the victim’s pupils,
wlﬁdawasalsoasimofpoisoning.

Earlier, Sergeant Shamsul Bahrin
Abdullah, from the klia2 police station, told
the court he contacted the North Korean
embassy to inform the death of its citizen
on Feb 13, at 4.50pm.

Questioned by deputy public prosecutor
Mubamad Iskandar Ahmad, the 18th
witness said the call was answered by a
man by the name of Kim Yu-song, who is
an embassy counsellor and he was able to
speak Malay.

SHAH ALAM: A prosecution wit-
ness told the High Court yester-
day that North Korean Kim
Chol’s underwear was soiled with
faeces due to poisoning.

Hospital Kuala Lumpur (HKL)
forensic consultant pathologist
Dr Nurliza Abdullah, 52, said
based on the post-mortem re-
sults, the deceased had “suffered
from involuntary defecation”.

Dr Nurliza, who conducted
a post-mortem on Feb
15, said the condition
could have been
caused by either
pesticides or a
nerve agent.

“In general,
involuntary defe-
cation can be trig-
gered when some-
one makes contact
with pesticides or nerve
agents, in this case, the VX
nerve agent.

“Poisoning that involves nerve
agents will cause muscle paral-
ysis, which could lead to faeces

ing out ollably,” she
said in her reply to a question by
deputy public prosecutor Wan
Shahruddin Wan Ladin.

Dr Nurliza, who is the 19th pros-
ecution witness, confirmed that
the cause of Kim Chol’s death was
acute nerve agent poisoning.

“His pupils were fixed but con-
stricted, which most of the time is
due to poisoning,” she said.

She was testifying in the trial of
Indonesian Siti Aisyah, 25, and
Vietnamese Doan Thi Huong, 28,
who were charged with murder-
ing Kim Chol, along with four oth-
ers still at large, at the Kuala
Lumpur International Airport 2
(klia2) on Feb 13.

When cress-examined by Siti
Aisyah’s counsel. Salim Bashir,
Dr Nurliza agreed that a post-

mortem alone was not
enough to confirm that
VX nerve agent was
the cause of death.
Salim: Did you
find any indica-
tion of VX con-
tamination on
(Kim Chol’s) or-
gans?
Dr Nurtiza: On
the surface, the or-
gans looked normal. If
we want to find any contam-
ination (to the organs), it must be
done via tests on organ tissue.

Salim: Have you conducted
analysis on the tissue?

Dr Nurliza: Yes. it was done at
the Chemistry Department.

The 18th witness, Sergeant
Shamsul Bahrin Abdullah, who
was stationed at the klia2 police
station, said he contacted the
North Korean embassy to inform
about the death of Kim Chol at
4.50pm on Feb13.

He said a man, identified as
Nerth Korean counsellor Kim Yu-

song, had answered his call and
spoken fluently in Bahasa Melayu.

“I told him (Yu-song) that a
North Korean citizen named Kim
Chol had died and asked them to
send arepresentative to Putrajaya
Hospital for identification.

(thank you).

“After that, | went inside the
klia2 police station meeting room
and saw several Special Branch
police officers in the room.

“One of them told me that the
deceased was an estranged half-
brother of North Korean leader
Kim Jong-un. I was shocked.”

Shamsul Bahrin said he re-
ceived a phone call from Yu-song,
who asked for the location of
the body and date of the post-
mortem.

Trial continues tomorrow be-
fore judge Datuk Azmi Ariffin.

On March 1, Siti Aisyah and
Doan were charged at the Sepang
magistrate’s court with murder-
ing Kim Chol, 45, with four others
still at large.

Kim Chol was later established
to be Kim Jong-nam, the es-
tranged half-brother of North
Korean leader Jong-un.

The duo allegedly committed
the offence at the klia2 departure
hall, about 9am on Feb 13.

The charge, under Section 302
of the Penal Code, carries the
mandatory death penalty.
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Dengue most contagious
disease since 2015

DENGUE has remained the most
contagious disease in Malaysia
since 2015, said Deputy Health
Minister Datuk Seri Dr Hilmi
Yahaya.

He pointed out dengue con-
sistently topped the five main
diseases in the country for the
past three years.

For 2015, the top five diseases
were dengue (120,836 cases);
tuberculosis (24,220 cases),
Hand Foot and Mouth Disease
HFMD {22,587 cases), food poi-
soning (14,433 cases) and lepto- .
spirosis (8,291 cases).

-For 2016, dengue remained
on top with 101,357 cases, fol-
lowed by HEMD (47,008 cases),
tuberculosis (25,739 cases), food
poisoning (17,480 cases) and
viral hepatitis (6,646 cases).

Between January and
September this year, dengue
again topped the list with 71,641
cases, followed by HFMD (26,030
cases), tuberculosis (19,430
cases), food poisoning (11,281
cases) and measles (6,646 cases),
Dr Hilimi said in reply to a
question by Dr Mansor Abdul
Rahman (BN - Sik).

Dr Mansor had also asked if
these diseases originated from
forelgn workers, as they fre-
