HE Health Ministry will

propose to the govern-

ment to set up a health

commission to safe-

guard the welfare of healthcare
professionals.

Health Minister Datuk Seri Dr

S. Subramaniam said his ministry

had held discussions with the

Public Service
Commission and
the Public Service
Department (PSD)
to create a sepa-
rate salary scheme
for healthcare
practitioners.

“Every year, Malaysians
are able to access high-quality
health services that are afford-
able and subsidised by the gov-
ernment.

“However, the ministry has
to develop a method to calculate
the real cost of the services
provided to improve clinical ad-
ministration in line with the
health transformation pro-
gramme.”

He said public and private
spending accounted for only 4.48
percent of the country’s gross
domestic product, of which 52
per cent or RM23 billion was
spent by the Health Ministry to
provide health services to the
people.
