The pharmaceutical company, in
its lling to the stock exchange yes:
terday, snid the revocation order
came after the National Pharmaceu-
tical Regulatory Depariment con
ducted an audit on Jan 5 at its lab-
oratory situated at Lot 56442, 71
Mile, dalan Ipoh/Chemor, 31200
Chemor, Perak, and Lot 121, Jalan
Tunku Abdul Rahman, 30010 Ipoh,
Perak.

Last week, the agency had ordered
Hovid to withdraw the batch
BGO4G45 Ternolol 50 fitm conted
tablets.

The tablets contain active atenolol

manufactured under baich number
BGOAGIS bearing manufacturing
dnw Mwﬂlr 2016 for the Maiqyslan

Tbe batch for recall contained
boxes labelled as Ternolol 50.

However, some of the blisters stat
ed the product as Ternolol Tab
100mg.

“The National Pharmaceutical Reg:
ulatory Department advises patients
o return the medicine to clinics,
pharmacies or health elinics, and ask
for advice from medical practition
ers and undergo examination if nee-

essary.

Following corrective actions as re
quired by the Health Ministry, Hovid
said it would invite the National
Pharmaceutical Regulatory Depart
ment to audit its Milmea again by
the end of this month.

BALIK PULAU: A standard operating
procedure (SOP) will be put in place
at government and private hospitals
(o slam the brakes on botched cir-
cumeision procedures.

Deputy Health Minister Datuk Seri
Dr Hilmi Yahaya said the health au
thorities do not want anymore mis:
wkes by medical officers carrying
out cireumeisions, which may result
in severe and devastating complica-
tions for patients,

Last year alone, he said, there were
three cases of botched civeumei
sions.

“This is worrying as it can lead to
permanent disability for patients. As
such, there is a need for us to in
(roduce a SOP for medical officers
carrying out the eircumcision pro-
cedures.
